Mr. [Nguyen Duy] Trinh [Foreign Minister of the Democratic Republic of Vietnam] to
the Politburo:

On 28 February | held a private meeting with U.S. Secretary of State William Rogers
after the meeting of the four foreign ministers. Our meeting lasted from the night of
the 28th into the morning of 1 March (until 2:00 in the morning).

The U.S. side had to agree to the following:

- The twelve governments will sign one document that lists the names of all twelve
governments in the introduction.

- They agreed to drop Article 10 of the U.S. draft on the issue of the countries
contributing to binding up the wounds of war and post-war economic development.

- The U.S. accepted our formula on Laos and Cambodia.
- Article 2 of the draft treaty will be in accordance with our Plan #3.

II/ This means that we have achieved a good document that meets our requirements
and that fulfills the Politburo's guidance concepts. The Democratic Republic of
Vietnam played a major role during the conference, and the role of the Provisional
Revolutionary Government was played up. We are in a strong position, and the U.S.
and their puppets are in a weak position. They wanted to accommodate us in order to
avoid criticism. A number of countries that have taken a negative attitude toward us
made speeches that demonstrated a conciliatory attitude.
