The situation is changing very rapidly and we need to make maximum use of the time
available by acting with great urgency. For that reason, Tuan should go down to see
Bay Cuong [Pham Cuong] at COSVN right away to begin immediate discussions about
a plan to attack and capture Saigon. Sau will go down there as well to meet with
them. Bay Cuong [Pham Hung] and Tu Nguyen [Tran Van Tra] should cancel their
planned trip up to the Highlands [for a meeting].
