（一九六四年十月）

要请你们给我们的青年人讲讲课，使他们不要忘记世界上受帝国主义、地主、资本
家剥削、压迫的人民。

在北京找些青年人跟你们会见一下，少年儿童、中学生、大学生，给他们讲一讲，
召集几千人开个会，请你们给我们青年人做做教员，我们现在的青年人没知识了，
没见过帝国主义、地主、资本家，所以说他们是吃蜜糖长大的，要请你们给他们讲
讲。你们要告诉他们，"中国青年朋友们，不要忘记我们，你们是吃蜜糖长大的，
不要忘记我们还在受苦"……
