1. On the 5th, | made a telephone call to President's Assistant for National Security
Affairs McFarlane. | conveyed to him the points in your initial telegram and asked that
he deliver them to President Reagan. President's Assistant McFarlane said the
following:

"Thank you for the information. We highly appreciate the Government of Japan for
promptly taking measures, and | would like to express our deep gratitude. | will report
this immediately to the President."

2. On the 6th, while paying a call on Secretary Shultz for another matter, | gave him a
similar report. The Secretary said the following:

"Thank you for the information. | highly appreciate the efforts of the Prime Minister,
your Minister, and the Government of Japan at the time of the TWA hostage incident
and hope that the present efforts will be successful. | firmly believe that the
accumulation of such efforts by the Government of Japan will contribute to the
resolution of this situation."
