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Summary:

In this short entry, Mitrokhin claims that the Fifth Chief Directorate of the KGB handled
the case of Alexander Zinoviev. Zinoviev was an author of anti-soviet books, including
"Yawning Heights" and "Bright Future." Mitrokhin states that Zinoviev was stripped of his
Doctorate of Philosophy and also expelled from the Communist Party of the Soviet Union
for his anti-socialist publications. His KGB code-name was “Logician.” In November, 1978
the KGB residency in Bonn was ordered to monitor Zinoviev’s activities after he
immigrated there.
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
