The head of the American delegation at the negotiations in New York, McCloy, has
informed Comrade Kuznetsov on 31 October that Washington has decided that until
the Red Cross has begun its monitoring of the vessels bound for Cuba, it would not
carry out inspections on these vessels, but to apply to them the same procedure that
was applied to the tanker "Bucharest." During this time the "quarantine" will be
officially continued.

As is well known, the tanker "Bucharest" passed through a region under American
"quarantine" without hindrance. Six Soviet vessels now on the open sea beyond the
announced limits of the "quarantine" have received orders to proceed into the Cuban
ports, and at present they are now on their way toward Cuba.
