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Summary:

According to this report, the African and Asian countries were not satisfied with the 1st
Belgrade conference and were trying to call what is known today as the 2nd non-aligned
conference in Bandung. Tito and Nehru also reiterated the need for the 2nd conference
of non-aligned countries in order to undermine the attempts of the former in initiating
the effort. According to the Western press, Nehru took the initiative and sent his
Vice-Foreign Minister, Dinish Sing, to Cairo and Belgrade where he met Nasser and Tito,
both of whom were expecting him. Tito called for more participants from Africa, Asia,
and Latin America. According to Tito’s recommendation, on March 23, 1964, in Colombo,
Ceylon, the preparatory meeting was held on the ambassadorial level of Asian, African,
and Latin American countries about the upcoming conference. The Soviet Union
expressed its support for this conference in Soviet media. The report reveals the
following to be discussed topics at the conference: peace, peaceful coexistence,
resolution of disputes without the use of force, disarmament, etc. The Albanian
government supports the conference of non-aligned countries in principle, but it does
not show enthusiasm and avoids promoting the conference in Albania, in the media, and
in the international arena. In addition, the report stresses that Albanian diplomats are
ordered to follow the Ministry’s guidelines in order to maintain specific policies targeted
at each Asian and African country individually.
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
