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Summary:

This document is a telegram from the Chairman of the Presidium of the People’s Council
of the People’s Republic of Albania, Haxhi Lleshi, to the President of the United Arab
Republic (UAR) Gamal Abdel Nasser. Lleshi declares in the letter that the Albanian
government sees the situation in the Mediterranean as insecure. The factors that
contribute to this state are the hegemony and forceful policies of the United States and
the Soviet Union. He adds that both countries deployed their fleets in the Mediterranean.
According to various sources, the Albanian government knows that the belligerent
Soviet fleet is deployed in various sea bases in the UAR, a “freedom-loving” country and
a friend of Albania. The Albanian people are ready to defend their sovereignty and,
especially, their coastline from any aggression. Albania supported the struggle of the
Arab people against the Israeli attacks of June 5, 1967. Lleshi expresses confidence that
the government of the UAR will not allow the use of its ports as bases for aggressive
actions against the People’s Republic of Albania.
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
