COMRADE ZHIVKOV,On 22 November 1961 comrade Manuel Lopez, representative of
the Revolutionary Armed Forces of the Republic of Cuba visited our country and made
additional clarifications on the following demands that we have received on behalf of
the Cuban Party:[]1. The requested 50 000 pcs. Mauser carbines - German model, cal.
7.92 are not to be used by the Cubans, but for the needs of the revolutionary
movements in the Latin American states. He stated that Cuba relies on our help for
the execution of this undertaking and the required quantity of carbines should be
delivered free of charge in a Cuban port.[J2. Taking into consideration the country's
enormous defense expenses and serious financial difficulties, comrade Lopes
requested a loan for a 5-year period in order to purchase our special equipment. He
clarified that there is a mistake made in their initial request for “deferred payment
until 1963”. He also informed us that the loan request is separate from the
September 1961 contract for export of special equipment in 1962.The Cuban request
for Mauser rifles could be satisfied up to 35,000 pcs., the value of which amounts to
about 400,000 USD. They can be taken from the 50,000 Mauser carbines that have
been decommissioned by the Ministry of National Defense and are granted to the
Ministry of Foreign Commerce for export in 1962 to the underdeveloped capitalist
countries. As of 1 October 1961, we are in a contractual agreement with the Republic
of Cuba for the export of special equipment worth 7,130,000 USD . As a result of the
initial agreement with the Cubans, it is expected that an additional quantity of special
equipment will be bought, valued at approximately 2,000,000 USD. From the
stipulated amount, the credit part shall represent about 1,500,000 USD, two-thirds of
which will be given under a 5 year term, starting 1 January 1963.Considering the
above-mentioned,| PROPOSE:1. 35,000 Mauser rifles, decommissioned by the Ministry
of National Defense and submitted for export to the Ministry of Foreign Commerce, to
be granted to the Republic of Cuba.[]

2. To allow the government delegation negotiating the protocol for export of special
equipment to the Republic of Cuba to extend a loan of 1,500,000 USD for a 5- year
