OChina's current policy, including China's recent aggression against Vietnam, was the
main topic of the pronouncements of Viethamese and Laotian delegations, as well as
that of the Mongolian delegation. It is characteristic that a Romanian delegate did
not directly criticize other parties for their positions on the Chinese issues, while some
other statements were really harsh (especially those by the Vietnamese and
Laotians).[...]
