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Summary:

Contains information on active measures undertaken by the KGB residency in Ankara,
Turkey during the late 1970’s and early 1980’s.  The residency carried out active
measures to destabilize Turkey’s military regime, undermine US military personnel’s
sense of security through the publication of threatening leaflets, inflame the rivalry
between Greece and Turkey, and foster anti-American sentiments.

Mitrokhin provides detailed descriptions of several operations involving altered or
fabricated personal correspondence, as well as newspaper articles written by, or
‘inspired’ by KGB agents or confidential contacts.  The KGB residency claimed that these
operations resulted in, among other things, the removal of Foreign Minister Nuri Birgi
from office, and the expulsion of several American diplomats for allegedly interfering
with Turkish elections.  
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
