All the ethnic Korean soldiers and officers of the Fourth Field Army agree to the task
of being sent back to Korea. The CCP Central Committee has already arranged for the
Xiangong [Korean Workers' Party] Central Committee to dispatch three political staff
officers to come to China and reorganize troops, to start sending troops back to Korea
in April--after the change to summer uniforms-- and to choose over a thousand
soldiers to be sent back to Korea first to study military mechanization.
