directly indicate the attitude. [You] could refer to our government statement on 25
October, Comrade Peng Zhen's speech on 28 October ([in] Renmin Ribao, 29
[October]), the note from Foreign Minister Chen [Yi] to the Cuban chargé d'affaires in
China (in Renmin Ribao, 2 November), the spirit of the two editorials of Renmin Ribao,
respectively 31 October and 5 November. Positively indicate our position of firmly
supporting Cuba's struggle.
