Un the other hand, the ROK Fresident, in his message to the National
Assembly on 25 November, described the 19708 a decade for growth and
bredicted that the per caplta income in the ROK will reach $400 in 1976,
the last year of the third Five-Year Heconomic Plan. He also stated that
the export volume will reach $1 billion next year and $3.6 billion in 1976

and that the ROK will attain self-sufficiency in food production by the
end of next year.

Touching on various espects of his country's foreign policy, Presi-
dent Park appeared to have accepted the new United States' Asian policy,
Wilch 1s based on military disengagement in Aeia, and to espouse the view
that Asian countries should shoulder larger defence responsibilities. At
the same time he has again reaffirmed hisg Government's support for the
continued United Nations presence in Korea and, particularl
of UNCURK.

AB to the security situation in the ROK, there have practically been
no significant incidents along the DMZ since the middle or the last month
of October. The U.N. Command seems to be of the view that the present
"interlude" may not last long and that the U.S. sector in the DNZ could be-
come the target of further harassment by the north Korean side.
