Yor this reason we nleige ourselves tn render mutunl assistance to fellow-
Asians nov under the srin of Scrmuniet Imrerialism to the end that we méy_
sunplant slavary with fre-dom, misery with harniness, vioience with neace,

2o carry out our mission it is our intention to solicit thg
sympathetic coqveration and active marticination of all fre~dem-loving
veoples in the world in gereral, and of our respective Gevernmenis in
rarticular,

T pdhere to this Resolution the followinz Articles should be borne
in Mird:-

CEATTER:1.

Article 1. e velieve thot. the lowsring ¢f China mainland tehind
the I?on Curtain is the cause of agreesive threat to all the nations in
Asia;. varticularly Korea and Indo-China, Withowt an integral Revubilc
of China, there will be nn rcace and security in Asia, ‘e fully suvcort
Korea in her strife for unification and Vietnam, Cambodia and Laos in
their struegle for territerial i-lee; iy vwhich we rledge cur full surport
for their realizaticn,

Article 2. ‘e believe that not o~ly we cannot compromise with

Commmnism but cannot 1ive together with it in co-existence. ' 9
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Article 3, e believe that the neonlqs{ Antiheqméiﬁfét unity is
2 vrelude to an anti-Commrmist unity of all Asian‘nhtfgi; There is
an urge fnor Asian Anti-Communis: *cont vhich will br%ﬁg abput an Anti-
Communist crusade in Asia, "e hune that the Asian and the Pacific

| nations must hasten to set un an organization for collective security,

but we sincerely believe that any organization for collective security
Vvithout the nart1c1nation of the determinedly anti-Communi st nations
with effective strength will not nroduce vractical results,

Article 4, we believe that only by democracy can we ;riumoh
over totalitarianism, The peonle of Asia must, under the orincivles
of democracy and in accordance with their own historical background,
geogranhical position, cultural tradition and the wishes.of the people,
choose and develon a political svstem and a form of life which will
meet the needs of the neonle,

Article 5, “e believe that Asia for the Asiatics is also the
world's Asia. Asia is for the free world and the free world for
Asia. VPations which resrect inderendence, freedon and eauality of
the Asians are friends of Asians, Ye wish to coonerate with the
other neonles of the world on the basis of equality to combat Com—
munism. After liberating the neople behind the Iron Curtain we will
establish a free ang nrosverous Asia which would serve as a stabiliz-
ing factor for the wopld. This is entirely contpary to what the
Soviet puctet, Chou En-Lai who shouted in Geneva, "Asia for the Asiaps®
which is in fact, "isia for the Russian Imnerialists,"
CHAPTER II

Article 1. 411 the Comuunist in any nation are the tools of
Russian Imverinlism and esnionage organizations, As the Communist
parties are not ordinary nolitical parties, the Communists therefore
cannot be regarded as the nationals of their own countries, YWe
therefore call upon all free nations to outlaw the Communist parties

and strictly nrohidit Communmist activities,
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Article 2. The whole world knows clearly ﬁhat it is §oviet'
Pussia which menaced the world veace, shattered human well-being,
vrovaked wars, slauchtered innocent reorle, ignored the United
Vations' Charter and act>d entiweiy contrary to the spirit and
substance of the Ch~rter, TFor th-se reasons we demand that the
United NMations declare Soviet Russia as an aggreésor and oust her
from the World Creganization,

Article 3, Should the United Mations allow the Chinese Communist
Regime, the Soviet Purmet, who has been condemned by the Worid Orga~
nization as an aggressor, to enter its chambers, the United  Nations
would not onlv be encouraging aggression, but would be committing
a suicidal act by tearing up its own Charter and destroying its own
orincirle.

Article L, 1In the mind of the Soviet Imverialists and the
Communist parties under their control throughout the world, "Peace
is just an extenstion of war," The intention of Soviel Russia and
her punvets in varticipating in the CGeneva Conference is to split
the democratic camp and to enslave the Asian peoples. %e therefore,
hold that any conference which may encourage aggression and sell out
Asia must be stoyved. We fundamentally disrecognize the rights
of such conferences to make any resolution which infringe upon the
rights and interests of the Asian Vations.

CONCLUSION

We, the Asians, must not long remain helf free and half enslaved,
“e will rely on our common velief and growing strength of the Asian
peoples' Anti-Communist alliance to shoulder the duties of fighting
Communism in the Anti-aggression front of the world, We will not be
subjugated to the brutal forces of agression. Ye will march on |
steadfastly toward our common goal until our aim of eliminating Con~

munist Itverialigm is reached,
