Address by Jose M, Hernandez, Chief Delegate of Philivpnines,

The people of the Philinvines are devotedly against Comrmunisp, We are
unshakabley ooncsed to Communism because it is against our government anq
our religion, We know that the Comxrunist thilosovhy © . °s man his funda-~
nental rights as a human being and the very existence of God Himself,

Ye are a democrniic reonle and thorefore mist allow other people with
other ideclogies to exist cn Gea's 2arth, 3ul we cannot tolerate the
cxistonce of an 1deolzy that seeks our own destruction, To us as to the
rest of the freedom-loving veoples in Asia it is a question of life and
degth. It is either we or they, If we do not fight Communism and destroy
it, Communism will destroy us,

Democracy in its present form in the Philipnines may not be perfect;
ut any decent man who wants to live and work in peace would prefer it a
million times to the Communist regime that negates the exispence of God,
denies man'his right to choose his religlon and_way of 1life, destroys
the family, violates man's fundamental freedoﬁs, and disregards the
institution of private nromerty,

Thus our governme:t an? neovnle ar2 determined to stamp out Communism
in the Philivnines, Under the leaderseio ¢f our belc2d President, Who
iv nan of the neople and real nan ¢ actiom, v have broken the strong-.
hold of the HUKS or COHLUVIIZS cn t™a rwss ., 2 hove brought the govern-
ncnt nearer to the villages, ve have improved our living conditions, we
have strengthened our defenses against internal apd external aggression,'
and we have started on the read to final econonic, agricultural, and imdu-

strial rchabilitation, The die-hard Communist leaders are in the mountains, '
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They are very few and they are in mortal fear of our governzent forees,
The thousands of misguided followers who used to obey their wishes and
to harass the innocent villagers all over the country have surrendered
to our Army and are now facing trial, The few who have refused to ccue
within the pale of the law now live the 1ife of the mnted, A great many
of them have been_killed'in their hgpeless military engagements with our
government forces, Soon, very soon, we should be able to announce to the
world that the last Comrunist has been destroyed in the Philipvines,

But we are not oblivious of the danger from external aggression yy
foreign Communist vowers, We are also aware of the existence of intel-

they are and we know what they are doing, When the first ooportunity
avises, we shall vounce uxon them aad bring them before the bar of justice
just as we have brought LULS TARUC, the notorious HUK leader before the
courts,

We are on the alert and we want other peonles in Aéia to maintain
the same spirit of vigilance against the forces of insidious and malevolent
Communism, Fortunately the government is being helped by religious and
civic organizations now engaged in the 1life-and-death qtruggle against all
forms of Communist infiltration, indoctrination, or all-out military

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The Philipoines is predoninititly a ﬁatholic coun'ry, This is an
important tact to rememder for as Presidént Syngman Bhee of the great
Republiq 9 Korea has told me, the ereatest ally in the opic crusade against
Oommunism 1s Gatholicism. So to us it 18 a fight between: (htholiciﬂ and
Comrung sm, cathoncs fieht to the éeath 1n defense of the Cross, the very
symbol of man's redex:m ion and human dignity, the Commnists believe in
the Bammer and Sickle which are the symboi of man's destruction and inhuma-
nity. To us, tk Lerefore, the road is cleam There is no mjddle gpound,

The CHOSS must win or ve shgll_ perish, If we are vanquished ﬁhile defending
our immortal Cross, it shall be a death {nfinitely sweeter than slavery
and perishing under Comruni sm,

That is vhy wve have come to CRIXZ'E, ECRTA, to pledze our supbort
to the other I;rave and liverty-loving peonles of Asia whose illustrious
renresentatives it hag been my di stinguished pleasure and honor to vork
