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Summary:

This report, issued after the eighth Interkit meeting in Ulaanbaatar, addresses the
domestic and foreign policies of China and the anti-Maoist propaganda measures to be
undertaken by Socialist countries. There are no great expectations for a collapse of
Maoism, even though the Chinese economy is developing slowly. China is acquiring
nuclear weapons and missiles in preparation for an armed conflict. Beijing's foreign
relations with Western countries are considered to be detrimental to international
détente and directed against the interests of the Soviet Union and the Socialist
countries. 
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
