Some of the militery authorities in Korea have taken
it upon themselvez to try to keep the paper away fron persomel,
It hag been barred from the Ssoul City Post Fxohange for several
nonths, for exemple, and all our intercessions have been 4n
vain, The paper fomerly vas distriduted free from a stand dpe
side the PX, and ] would approciats a resmption of that practice,

¥o have also esked, without success, fop sone assistonce
in getting the papor to varioud mnilitary snd civilien instalise
tlons throughout Xorsa, We vish that we could do this ourselvss,
but a8 you well knov, under existing circumstances ve lack the
distridbution facilities,
