I. 

A hazank ellen iranyul6 imperialista propaganda - a Politikai Bizottsag 1973. majus 22-i, az 
imperialista propaganda ellen folytatott hare tapasztalatair61 es erc5siteser6l hozott hat<irozata 
6ta eltelt tobb mint ot evben - alapvet6 celjait es f6 iranyvonalat tekintve nem valtozott. 
Er6fesziteseit valtozatlanul arra osszpontositja, hogy beliilr61 bomlassza, kiviilr6l tamndja a 
szocialista rendszert, szovjetellenesseget szitson, kozvelemenyiinket a tobbi szocialista orszag, 
illetve a testverpartok ellen hangolja, illuzi6kat keltsen a kapitalizmus irant. A magyar kozve­
lemenyt befolyasolni pr6bal6 ellenseges propaganda strategiai ertelemben nem kiilonbozik a 
tobbi szocialista orszagot tamad6 imperialista propagandat61. 

Az imperializmus propagandatevekenysege azonban mind belsc5 fejlodesiink, mind a vilagpoli­
tikai valtozasok nyoman uj feltetelek koze keriilt. Nagyobb sulyt kapott es bonyolultabba valt 
a nemzetkozi ideol6giai hare. Az imperialista hatalmi kozpontok az ideol6giai hare elezesere, 
szocializmusellenes propagandajuk fokozasara vettek iranyt. Nehany temaban - igy peldaul az 
emberi jogok es a demokracia kerdeseben - atmenetileg magukhoz is tudtak ragadni a kezde­
menyezest. A napjainkban jelentkez6 burzsoa propagandaoffenziva nem vezethetc5 vissza csupan 
egyes monopolt6kes korok szandekaira, vagy egy-egy kormany atmeneti miikodesere. Arra kell 

szamitanunk, hogy a tokes propagandakozpontok offenziv magatartasa a ket rendszer kiizdelme­
nek tart6s tenyez6je marad. 

II. 

Az ideol6giai hare valtoz6 kiils6 es belso felteteleinek egyiittes hatasara a hazimk ellen iranyul6 
imperialista propagandaban - a strategiai celok meg6rzese mellett - jelentos taktikai m6do­
sulasok mentek vegbe. Ezek lenyege: a propaganda tartalmilag osszetettebb, sokoldalubb, m6d­
szereiben differencialtabb, eszkozeiben koncentraltabb lett. Hazankr61 megkiilonboztetett rna­
don szol, olyan l<itszatot keltve, hogy Magyarorszag ,a szovjet modellt61 tavolodva, a tobbi 
szocialista orszaghoz kepest elfogadhat6bb rendszert" tart fenn. 
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A Magyarorszagot tamad6 ellenseges propagandatevekenyseg eroteljesen kapcsol6dik lakossa­
gunk napi problemaihoz, szinte ,raepiil" a szocializmus epitesenek gyakorlatara, meglev6 el­
lentmondasaira. A gazdasagiranyitasi rendszeri.ink · m6dositasaval osszefiiggesben inditott ugy­

nevezett magyar modell koriili propaganda fokozatosan kiterjedt egesz belpolitikankra, es azt 
hazank es a tobbi szocialista orszag szembeallitasara hasznaljak fel. A burzsoa propagandaszer­
vek er6teljesen t6rekednek arra, hogy onmagukat nepiink erdekkepvisel6jekent tiintessek fel. 

Ezek a torekvesek f6kent az emberi jogok es a nemzeti-nemzetisegi kerdes koriili kampanyban 
jelentkeznek. Hazank nem tartozik az emberi jogok vedelme iiriigyen inditott kampany fo cel­
pontjai koze, de az ut6bbi idoben eroteljesebbe valt Magyarorszag vonatkozasaban is. A nem­
zetisegi kerdesben erosodott a nacionalista uszitas, mert az imperialista propaganda a jelenlegi 
koriilmenyek kozott a nemzetisegi kerdest tartja a legalkalmasabbnak arra. hogy a lakossag egy 

reszet a part politikaja ellen hangolja, valamint ellenteteket szitson a szocialista orszagok 
kozott. Az ellenseges propagandakozpontok magyarorszagi ,ellenzek" kialakitasan is dolgoznak. 
Bizonyitani probaljak. hogy a ,magyarorszagi ellenzek" is resze ,a kelet-europai ellenzeki moz­
galomnak". A szilard bels6 helyzet, a konkret esetekben hozott hazai politikai dontesek eredme­
nyekent az imperialista propaganda nem jutott a remelt lehetoseghez. Varhat6 azonban, hogy 
az elkovetkez6 idoszakban megkiserli kiaknazni gazdasagi nehezsegeinket a szocialista rendszer 
,ellenzeke" korenek szelesitesere. 

Az imperialista propagandaszervek az elmult evekben tobb szervezeti valtozason mentek ke­
resztiil. A hatekonysag novelese erdekeben egyfel6l a rendelkezesre all6 eszkozeiket koncent­
raltabban kivanjak felhasznalni, masfelol uj eszkozoket hoztak letre. 

Uj jelenseg, hogy a magyar nyelven sugarzo ellenseges radi6adok igyekeznek hivatalosan elis­
mertetni magukat Magyarorszagon. A Szabad Europa Radio kozzetette, hogy hajland6 sajat 
musorainak kereteben helyt adni az adasaival kapcsolatos biralo velemenyiinknek. 

A radiopropaganda teriileten uj elem, hogy beinditotta elesen szovjet- es enyhiilesellenes ma­
gyar nyelvu adasait a Pekingi Radio, bar a kedvez6tlen technikai feltetelek egyelore jelentosen 
gatoljak a vetelt. 

A televizi6s propagandaban az Egyesiilt Allamok mar gyakorlati kiserleteket folytat a muholdak 
reven megvalosulo kozvetlen musorsz6rassal. Ez, varhat6an nehany even beliil, a szocialista or­
szagokat, koztiik hazankat is erinto kozvetlen nyugati televizi6s adasokhoz vezethet. 

III. 

Az ellenseges propaganda, amely f6 celpontjanak az ertelmiseg, az ifjusag es a kispolgarsag, 
illetve a kispolgari tudattal bir6k reteget tekinti, a hazai politikai kozgondolkodast, a kozve­
lemenyt es a lakossag hangulatat alapvet6en nem kepes befolyasolni. A magyar kozvelemenyt 
dontoen a szocialista epites eredmenyei, partunk politikaja, a szocialista kozgondolkodas meg­
lev6 es erosodo elemei alakitjak. 

A Szabad Europa Radio es altalaban a nyugati radi6k magyarorszagi hallgatottsaganak mer­
sekleseben a magyar belpolitikai helyzet stabilitasan tulmen6en kozrejatszik a hazai t6meg­
kommunikaci6s eszkozok igenyesebb, korszerubb munkaja, a belso tajekoztatas differencialtsa­
ganak es szinvonalanak javulasa. Az ellenseges radi6k, s az orszag nyugati es deli reszen j61 
vehet6 kiilfoldi tv-adasok hallgatottsaga, nezettsege azonban atmenetileg novekszik olyan bel­
es kiilpolitikai esemenyek kapcsim, amelyekkel hazai tajekoztatasi eszkozeink valamilyen okb61 
nem foglalkoznak, illetve ha azokra szukszavlian vagy kesve reagalnak. 

A szocialista tudat egyenetlensegei, a meg meglev6 6szt6n6sseg, a kispolgari nezetek es szoka­
sok maradvanyai, illetve ezek ujratermelodese, a helyenkent felerosod6 individualizmus, a szo­
cialista erkolcs normait sert6 cselekedetek, magatartasformak szinten potencialisan kedvezo 

felteteleket teremtenek az imperialista propaganda szamara. Ezek a tenyezok, parosulva az esz­
mei-politikai eberseg, az agitaci6 hianyossagaival, bizonyos fo!Cig hozzajarulnak a koznapi tudat­
ban meg jelen lev6 nem szocialista nezeteknek, a regi tarsadalomt61 orokolt eloiteleteknek, 

erkolcsi felfogasnak a fennmaradasahoz, a kozossegellenes magatartas megnyivanulasaihoz. Elo-
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fordul viszont az is, hogy a valosagos hibcikat, hianyossagokat biralo velemenyeket egyesek 

kizarolag az ellenseges propaganda kovetkezmenyenek tulajdonitjak. 

A burzsoa propagandaval osszefiigg a nacionalizmus bizonyos foku erosodese, a valtozatlanul 
jelentkez6 szovjetellenesseg, a szocializmus vivmanyainak helyenkent tapasztalh;.tto lebecsiilese, 

a tokes rendszer iranti illuziok taplalasa, a hamis informaciok terjedese, bels6 es kiilso nehez­
segeink felnagyitasa. Az ellenseges propaganda kiilonosen az egyes szocialista orszagok es 

testverpartok helyzetenek es egymas kozotti kapcsolatainak megitelese kerdeseben aknazza ki 

tajekoztatasi gondjainkat. 

A burzsoa propagandakampanyokat id6nkent helyzeti elonyhoz juttatja, hogy objektiv es szub­
jektiv okok miatt nem ismerji.ik fel idoben az imperialista torekveseket, keslekediink a kovet­
keztetesek levonasaval, illetve a helyes kovetkeztetesek nem hasznosulnak elegge a hazai es ki.il­
foldi tajekoztatasban, propagandaban. Esetenkent a tajekoztataspolitikai gyakorlatunkat befo­
lyasolo nemzetkozi kotelezettsegek is korlatozzak informacios lehetosegeinket. 

IV. 

A Politikai Bizottsag 1973. ma]us 22-i hatarozata alapjan a burzsoa propaganda elleni hare 
egyre inkabb az atfog6 politikai es ideologiai mtmka szerves reszeve valik. Ennek sziiksegesse­
get megerositette a XI. kongresszus, valamint a Politikai Bizottsagnak a tajekoztatasi, illetve 
az emigracios politikarol sz616 ha:tarozata es tobb mas testilleti allasfoglalas. A Kozponti Bi­
zottsag 1976. okt6ber 26-i - a partpropaganda soron leva feladatairol, tovabbfejleszteserol sz616 
- hatarozata nyoman a partszervezeteknel nagyobb hangsulyt kapott a part- es tarsadalmi 

aktivistak hatekony eszmei-politikai felkeszitese, ami a burzsoa propaganda altai kozvetitett 
nezetekkel szembeni fellepesnek is fontos feltetele. 

Az agitaci6, a propaganda, a tomegtajekoztatas es a kiilfoldi propaganda politikanknak a ko­
rabbinal meggy6z6bb kepviseletevel, a letez6 szocializmus vonz6bb bemutatasaval, a kapitalista 
val6sag es az imperialista politika hatekonyabb leleplezesevel veszi fel a harcot az ellenseges 
ideol6giaval es propagandaval. Az elleniink es az egesz szocialista kozosseg ellen inditott, konk­
ret temakhoz kapcsol6d6 nyugati kampanyokra higgadtan, elvi alapon, pozitiv ervelessel rea­
galunk. A kiveteles esetektol eltekintve keriilji.ik a burzsoa organumokkal val6 kozvetlen pole­
mizalast. 

Az eltelt ot evben kialakult az ellenseges propaganda megfigyelesenek, elemzesenek es erteke­
lesenek 6sszehangoltabb es operativabb rendszere. A propangandat kozvetleniil figyelo cillami 
szervek jelento munkaja tervszeriibb, rendszeresebb lett. A KISZ Kozponti Bizottsaga meg-

( kezdte az ifjusagunk iranyaba folytatott burzsoa propaganda rendszeres figyeleset es erteke­
leset. 

Az MSZMP Kozponti Bizottsag negy erintett osztalya - az Agitacios es Propaganda, a Koz­
igazgatasi es Adminisztrativ, a Ki.ili.igyi, valamint a Tudomfmyos, Kozoktatasi es Kulturalis 
Osztaly -, tovabba a hat allami szerv - Beliigyminiszterium, Honvedelmi Miniszterium, Kul­
turalis Kapcsolatok Intezete, Kiiliigyminiszterium, Magyar Radio, Magyar Tavirati Iroda -
kepvisel6ib61 all6 ertekelo munkacsoport betolti feladatat; folyamatosan figyelemmel kiseri az 
ellenseges propagandat, negyedevenkent szeles korii felmero es ertekel6 munkat vegez. 

A kialakult rendszerre epitve az Agitacios es Propaganda Osztalyon naprakeszen folyik a ha­
zank ellen iranyulo imperialista propaganda megfigyelese es ertekelese. Ennek hasznositasa 
alapvetoen ot forma ban tortenik: negyedeves 6sszefoglal6k kesziilnek a tendenciilkrol; tema­

tikus osszefoglal6k politikai megnyilvanulasaink burzsoa visszhangjar61; heti informacios jelen­
tesek a hazai kozhangulatot is befolyasolo esemenyek ellenseges megitt~lE~serol; esetenkenti taje­
koztat6k fontosabb burzsoa propagandakampanyokrol; s folyamatosan tortenik a Kozponti Bi­
zottsag osztalyainak tajekoztatasa a teriiletiiket erinto burzsoa kommentarokr6l. Mindezek 
reven e teriileten a vezetes tajekoztatasa szamottevoen javult. Nem kielegito azonban az elem­
zes tapasztalataib6l levonhat6 kovetkeztetesek hasznositasa a hazai tOmegpolitikai munkaban es 
a kiilfoldi propagandaban. 
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Az elmult id6szakban nemileg fejlodott a parttagsag felkesziiltsege az ellenseges propaganda 

elleni harcra. Ennek leglenyegesebb eleme a parttagsag eszmei-politikai egysege, kepzettsege, 

tajekozottsaga, amelyhez egyre inkabb hozzajarul az elleniink iranyul6 propagandaval kapcso­

latos tajekoztatas, valamint bizonyos ervanyagok terjesztese is. A parttagsag, foleg az alapszer­

vezetek es az agitaci6, a propaganda teriileten dolgoz6 aktivak azonban azt igenylik, hogy a 

partban minden szinten gyorsabban lepjenek fel az ellenseges propaganda hireszteleseivel 

szemben, es az e celt szolgal6 tajekoztat6kat, ervanyagokat rendszeresen kapjak meg az illete­

kes partbizottsagok, illetve a sz6beli tajekoztatas a tagsag szelesebb korehez jusson el. 

A hazank ellen iranyul6 propagandat zommel nyomon koveto radi6lehallgat6 allomas munkaja 

els6sorban a politikai szelekci6 hianya, a technikai problemak es kadergondok miatt nem felel 

meg a megnovekedett kovetelmenyeknek. Tovabbra sem eleg atfog6ak az ellenseges propagan­

dar61 sz616 informaci6k, igy peldaul hianyoznak az idegenforgalom, az egyhazak es a tarsadalmi 
szervezetek teriileten lesziirheto tapasztalatok. Nem folyik rendszeres elemz6 munka az impe­
rialista propaganda varhat6 tendenciainak el6rejelzesere. 

A 1\'I:lgyar Tudomanyos Akademia intezeteiben, a Tarsadalomtudomfmyi Intezet es a Kiiltigyi 

Intezet kereteben foly6 kutatasok eredmenyekent bizonyos elorehaladas tortent a burzsoa ide­

ol6giai aknamunka tudomanyos igenyu feldolgozasaban, elemzeseben. A szoban forgo intezme­

nyek ebben a temaban kiterjedt kapcsolatokat epitettek ki a barati orszagok intezmenyeivel. 

Ezzel egyiitt tevekenyseglik hazai koordimici6ja jelenleg nem biztositott, nem alakult ki kozot­

ti.ik esszeru munkamegosztas. A Kiiliigyi Intezet a fontos reszkerdeseket feldolgoz6 hasznos 
anyagai ellenere sem valt az ellenseges propaganda hosszu tavu elemzesenek tudomimyos bazi­
sava. Nem megoldott az ellenseges propaganda hatasanak vizsgalata. 

Eredmenyesen mukodik az ellenseges propaganda elharitasanak sajt6-kozigazgatasi rendszere. 
Fel:ldatai meghatvanyoz6dtak, s ennek megfeleloen az apparatusra nehezed6 terhek novekedtek. 
Sokretil informaci6s es szelekci6s munkajanak anyagi-technikai es kaderfeltetelei fejlesztest 

igenyelnek. 

FeliilvizsgcUasra szorul a radi6vedelem. A Politikai Bizottsag 1963. okt6ber 8-i hatarozata alap­
jan 1964. januar 1-tol megsziint a nyugati radi6k magyar nyelvu adasainak zavarasa. A hata­

rozat azonban el6irta a radi6vedelem miiszaki rendszerenek fenntartasat azzal, hogy sziikseg 

eseten 48 6ran beliil lizembe helyezhet6 legyen. A 26 evvel ezel6tt telepitett radi6vedelmi ad6k, 
antennak es tartozekaik muszakilag teljesen elavultak, egy resziiket technikai okokb6l meg 
kellett sztintetni. Ilyen kori.ilmenyek kozott a radi6vedelem rna mar csak reszben alkalmas 
arra, hogy feladatait - szi.ikseg eseten - ellassa. Teljes rekonstrukci6 es p6tlasok nelkiil pedig 
nehany even beliil egyaltalan nem felelne meg a Politikai Bizottsag 1963. okt6ber 8-i hataro­

zataban foglalt kovetelmenyeknek. A teljes rekonstrukci6 es a p6tlasok jelent6s anyagi eszko­
zoket igenyelnek. 

Zavar6ad6ink 1968 6ta - szovjet keresre - cseh es szlovak nyelvii nyugati adasokat zavarnak. 

Ennek hatasfokar61, illetve sztiksegesseger6l semmifele informaci6val nem rendelkeziink. 

Az ellenseges propagandar61 sz6l6 tapasztalatok csereje a testverpartok ideol6giai egyiittmuko­

desenek resze lett. A hozzank latogat6 partmunkaskiildottsegek, valamint a barati orszagok bu­
dapesti kepviseletei rendszeresen kernek es kapnak sz6beli tajekoztatast az imperialista propa­
gandar6l szerzett tapasztala tainkr6l. N ehany testverpartunkt61 - ki.ilkepviseleteinken kereszti.il 
- mi is kapunk ilyen jellegii tajekoztatast. E temaban nehany nyugat-eur6pai testverparttal -

Olasz Kommunista Part, Francia Kommunista Part, Osztrak Kommunista Part, Nemet Kommu­

nista Part - is folyt eszmecsere. Hasonl6an szeles korii egyiittmukodes alakult ki a szocialista 

orszagok illetekes allami szervei kozott is. A nemzetkozi tapasztalatok azonban nem elegge hasz­
nosulnak a munkankban.

[The report was discussed by the Secretariat at its meeting of December 4, 1978]
I.

The imperialist propaganda that has been targeting our country during the five years
since the Politburo made a resolution on strengthening the fight against imperialist
propaganda at its May 22, 1973 meeting has not changed substantially in its basic
goals and main line. Most of its efforts are still focused on attacking the socialist
system from the outside while trying to undermine it internally. At the same time it
incites anti-Soviet sentiment, tries to turn the people against the other socialist
countries and our fraternal Parties, and gives rise to illusions about capitalism. The
hostile propaganda that aims to exert an influence on Hungarian public opinion is no
different in a strategic sense from the imperialist propaganda that targets the other
socialist countries.

However, the propaganda campaign of imperialism has found itself under new
circumstances, both due to our internal development and as a result of geopolitical
changes in world politics. International ideological fighting has received priority and
become more complex. The imperialist power centers have decided to intensify their
anti-socialist propaganda and the ideological tension between the two world systems.
On certain issues-such as issues of human rights and democracy-they have even
managed to take the initiative temporarily. The propaganda offensive that has
emerged recently cannot be traced back to the endeavors of some capitalist circles
only, or to the transitional functioning of a particular government. What we should
expect is that the offensive behavior of the imperialist propaganda centers will
remain a lasting component of the struggle between the two world systems.

II.

There have been significant tactical changes in the imperialist propaganda targeting
our country-while the strategic goals are still maintained-as a result of the
simultaneous impact of changing internal and external conditions of the ideological
fight. The essence of these changes can be summarized as follows: the propaganda
campaign has become more complex in its content, more extensive, more versatile in
its methods and more focused in using various tools. It paints a very distinct picture
of Hungary, giving a semblance of a country which "maintains a system that is more
acceptable than that of the other socialist countries, distancing herself from the
Soviet model."

The hostile propaganda campaign attacking Hungary relies heavily on the everyday
problems of the people, practically "building on" the practice of developing socialism
and its existing conflicts. The propaganda campaign that was initiated in relation to
the so-called new Hungarian model in our economic management system has
gradually been extended to all aspects of domestic policy, using it as a tool to set our
country against the rest of the socialist countries. The bourgeois propaganda centers
take great pains to make it appear as if they were the true representatives of the
interests of our people.

These endeavors manifest themselves mostly in the campaign concerning human
rights and national minority issues. Our country is not the main target of the
campaign that was launched on the pretext of safeguarding human rights, but
recently it has become more intense even in relation to Hungary. Nationalist
incitement has intensified in the ethnic minority issue, because this area is regarded
by imperialist propaganda as the most suitable to turn part of the people against the
policy of the Party and incite conflicts among the socialist countries. These hostile
propaganda centers are also busy working on establishing an opposition in Hungary.
They want to argue that the Hungarian opposition is also part of the "Central
European opposition movement." As a result of the stable internal situation and the
political decisions made in concrete cases this imperialist propaganda has not been



able to fulfill its expectations. It is quite likely though that it will try to make the most
of our economic problems in widening the scope of those who could act as the
opposition to our socialist system.

The imperialist propaganda organizations have undergone several structural changes
in the past few years. In order to enhance their efficiency, they intend to direct all
their tools on this aim, on the one hand, and they intend to introduce new methods,
on the other.

As a new feature, the hostile radio stations broadcasting in Hungarian do their best to
get official recognition in Hungary. Radio Free Europe announced that it would be
willing to air critical opinions of its own programs.

There is a new development in the area of radio propaganda. The Radio of Beijing has
started a Hungarian language program speaking sharply against the Soviet Union and
détente, though poor technical conditions make the reception of its broadcasts
difficult for the time being.

As far as propaganda through television is concerned, the United States is currently
broadcasting experimental programs through satellites. This means that within a few
years Western television programs will probably be received easily in the socialist
countries, including our country too.

III.

The hostile propaganda, which mainly targets the intelligentsia, young people, the
lower middle-class and those with a petit bourgeois mentality, cannot influence public
opinion, political thinking and the frame of mind of the people in the country in any
significant way. Hungarian public opinion is largely shaped by the results of socialist
development, the policy of our Party, and the constantly strengthening elements of
socialist public thinking.

The decrease in the listening rate of the programs of Radio Free Europe, and in
general, Western radio broadcasts, is due-in addition to the stable political situation
in Hungary-to the fact that the work of [our own] mass media is much more efficient
and up-to-date, and the level of providing information for the people has improved
significantly. However, the viewing and listening rate to hostile radio stations and
television programs that can be received easily in the Western and southern parts of
the country may temporarily increase in relation to some domestic or international
events that are ignored by the national mass media for some reason, or to which
their reaction is subdued and tardy.

Wrinkles in socialist awareness, a still existing instinctive sentiment, remnants of
bourgeois views and habits and their reproduction, occasional instances of
intensifying individualism and acts and behaviors that violate the norms of socialist
morals all create potentially favorable conditions for the imperialist propaganda
campaigns. to some extent these factors, coupled with insufficient
political-ideological vigilance and lack of effective propaganda, help to maintain the
non-socialist view in public thinking, prejudices, and a moral code inherited from
societies of the past, and lead to manifestations of anti-social behavior. However, it
should be admitted that sometimes real mistakes and shortcomings are criticized,
which are then attributed by many exclusively to the results of hostile propaganda.

Closely related to bourgeois propaganda are the intensification of nationalism, the



still strong anti-Soviet sentiment, the occasional disparagement of the achievements
of socialism, the entertainment of illusions about the capitalist system, the
dissemination of false information and the overstatement of our internal and external
problems. The hostile propaganda is especially efficient in making use of the
shortcomings of our information system in relation to issues concerning the situation
in each socialist country, to the position of the fraternal Parties and the way in which
relations among the socialist countries and the fraternal Parties are viewed.

From time to time we play into the hands of the bourgeois propaganda campaigns by
failing to recognize the imperialist endeavors in time, due to subjective and objective
reasons; by wasting time in drawing the necessary conclusions or by not making use
of the right conclusions in our national and international propaganda. In certain cases
there are international obligations that restrict our ability to provide the necessary
information.

IV.

On the basis of the resolution of the Politburo dated May 22, 1973 the fight against
bourgeois propaganda has become an organic part of political and ideological work.
The need for this fight has been confirmed by the 11th Party Congress and by several
resolutions of the Politburo and other Party organs on information and emigration
policy. As a result of the resolution of the Central Committee dated October 26, 1976
specifying the current tasks and the further development of Party propaganda, more
emphasis has been given to a more effective ideological training of activists at local
Party organizations, which is a prerequisite for acting against the hostile views
propagated by bourgeois propaganda.

Our national and international propaganda and information policy takes up the fight
against hostile propaganda and ideology by representing our general policy in a more
convincing fashion, by painting a more appealing picture of existing socialism, and by
unveiling the true nature of imperialist policy and the reality of capitalism. We
respond to Western campaigns launched against us and the entire socialist
community on specific issues in a very cool and principled manner by providing
positive arguments. With certain exceptions we refrain from entering into direct
disputes with outlets of bourgeois media.

In the past five years a harmonized and operative system of observing, analyzing and
evaluating hostile propaganda has been established. The state organs responsible for
monitoring foreign propaganda provide regular and scheduled reports. The Central
Committee of KISZ [Communist Youth organization] has recently started the regular
monitoring and evaluation of bourgeois propaganda targeting the youth of our
country.

The four departments of the Central Committee of HSWP involved in this work-the
Departments of Propaganda, Public Administration, Foreign Affairs and Science,
Culture and Public Education-and six other state bodies-the Ministry of the Interior,
the Ministry of Defense, the Institute of Cultural Relations, the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs, the Hungarian Radio, the Hungarian Press Agency-set up an evaluation team
which fulfills its tasks well. The team constantly monitors hostile propaganda
materials and broadcasts, and prepares a comprehensive evaluation report for every
quarter.

Based on this well-established system, the department of Propaganda of the Party
conducts up-to-date monitoring and evaluation of the hostile propaganda targeting



our country. The data are utilized in the following five ways: quarterly summaries are
prepared on the main tendencies; thematic summaries are prepared on the bourgeois
reception of our political measures and statements; weekly reports are made on the
hostile evaluation of events that influence public opinion in the country; occasional
information on certain specific bourgeois propaganda campaigns; the various
departments of the Central Committee are continuously informed of the bourgeois
commentaries that are relevant to their work. As a result, the level of providing
information for the leaders has improved significantly. However, the utilization of the
conclusions that can be drawn from these analyses for our domestic and foreign
propaganda work is still not sufficient.

In the past few years the members of our Party have become more prepared and
trained for the fight against hostile propaganda. The most important element of this
increased competence is that they show ideological and political unity, they are well
trained and informed about the propaganda targeting our country, and they are
provided with information materials that contain some good argumentation. However,
the members of the Party, especially the activists working at the local organizations,
call for a more prompt response to the rumors of hostile propaganda at every level of
the hierarchy of the Party, and require that they should be provided with ample
information materials on a regular basis by the competent Party committees and that
the necessary information should be made available verbally to all the members of
the Party.

The work of the radio intercept station that monitors most of the propaganda against
our country does not meet the increased requirements, mainly due to technical
problems, the lack of political selection, and personnel problems. The information
about hostile propaganda is still not comprehensive enough, e.g. information
concerning the experience that could be gained in areas like the churches, tourism
and social organizations is still lacking. Furthermore, there is no evaluation or
analysis that could predict the possible future tendencies of imperialist propaganda.

As a result of the work conducted in the scientific institutes of the Hungarian
Academy of Sciences and the Institute of Foreign Affairs there has been some
progress recently in the scientific analysis of the propagandistic machinations of
bourgeois ideology. The institutes mentioned above have established extensive
relations with similar institutes of our friendly countries. However, the coordination of
their work at home is still not ensured, and there is no rational division of labor
among them. Although it has prepared very valuable materials concerning certain
important issues, the Institute of Foreign Affairs has not yet become a scientific
center that can provide long-term analyses of hostile propaganda. Another
unresolved issue is the investigation of the impact of hostile propaganda.

The system of press administration that is used to protect our country from hostile
propaganda works quite efficiently. Its tasks have multiplied by now, so the staff in
this area is working under a lot of pressure. The technical and personnel background
supporting their versatile work in organizing and selecting information requires
considerable development.

The work concerning the protection of our country from hostile radio broadcasts
should be revised. As a result of the resolution of the Politburo dated October 8, 1963
the jamming of the programs of Western radio station in the Hungarian language was
terminated as of January 1, 1964. [See Documents 34 and 35] However, the
resolution also stipulated that the technical system used for jamming should be
maintained [so as to be] reinstalled, if necessary, within 48 hours. The transmitters,
antennas and accessories that were installed 26 years ago are by now totally
out-of-date, and for technical reasons some of them had to be eliminated. Under such
circumstances, the system is only partly capable of fulfilling its task, if the need
should arise for it. Without overall reconstruction and the replacement of missing
devices, within a few years the whole system will become unable to meet any of the



requirements set forth by the resolution of the Politburo. Full reconstruction and
replacement would require significant financial resources.

Since 1968 our jamming stations-at Soviet request-jam Western programs broadcast
in the Czech and Slovak languages. We have no information at all as to how efficient
the jamming of these stations is, or whether jamming is still needed.

The exchange of views concerning hostile propaganda has become part of the
ideological cooperation among the fraternal Parties of the socialist countries. The
Party delegations visiting our country and the Budapest embassies of our friendly
states regularly request and are provided with information about our experience
gained in dealing with imperialist propaganda. We also receive such information from
some of our fraternal Parties through their embassies. We have also exchanged ideas
on this issue with several Western fraternal parties, such as the Italian Communist
Party, the French Communist Party, the Austrian Communist Party, and the German
Communist Party. The relevant state bodies of socialist countries have also
established a similarly comprehensive framework of cooperation. However,
international experience is not utilized efficiently in our everyday work.
