NOTA DE CONVORBIRE

La 27 isnuarie 1966, tovarigul Nicolae Ceaugescu,
secretar general al Comitetulul Central al Partidului Co=-
munist Rom&n, a primit in audientd pe Leslie Charles Glass,
ambasadorul Marii Britanii la Bucuresti, la cererea acestula.

A fost de fatd S. Celac, atasat In M.A.E., in calitate
de interpret.

Convorbirea a durat 45 de minute.

L. Ch. Glass si-a exprimat recunogtinfa pentru acordarea
audientei, aritind ci a avut deja prilejul s& poarte discutiil
cu alte eminente personalitdfi din conducerea Roméniei, insa

resimtea ca o lipsd faptul c& nu a putut intilni pind in prezent
pe secretarul general al Comitetului Central al partidului condu-
citor. Aceastd intrevedere este cu atit mai valoroasid pentru am-
basadorul britanic, cu c¢it are loc chiar In preajma vizitel in
Anglia a unei Inalte delegatii romdne, condusd de Alexandru
Rirlideanu, prim-vicepresedinte al Consiliului de Minigtri.

Ambasadorul englez a declarat cad, personal, este foarte
nultumit de faptul ci a fost numit ambasador in Romédnia, a re-
usit deja s&d indrégeascd %{ara, poporul, oamenii, s& aprecieze
politica inteleaptd pe plan intern si extern a guvernului romén,
Relatiile anglo-roméne au cunoscut in ultimii ani o evoluf{ie fa-
vorabild; intre cele doud %&ri nu existéd probleme deosebite. Am-
basadorul a ardtat ca singura problemd pendinte, cea a reglemen-
t3rii pretentlilor financiare engleze, se va lua in discutie inci
$n cursul acestui an gi sperd cd se va ajunge curind la o solu-—
tionare echitabild. Un eveniment deosebit In relatiile bilate-
rale il constituie apropiata vizitd in Anglia a prim-viceprese-
dintelui Consiliului de Ministri al Rom&niei, care va avea con-
tacte la nivel inalt, de fapt, cu toate personalitdtile de frun-
te ale ierarhiel guvernamentale britanice.
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Tovarasul Nicolae Ceaugescu si-a exprimat satisfactia

de a avea aceastd convorbire cu ambasadorul Marii Britanii.
Relatiile romdno-engleze, care au deja o anumitd vechime, au
continuat si se dezvolte pozitiv in ultimii ani si exista
perspectivele sporirii multilaterale a relatiilor, in special
in domeniul economic, ca si in sfera schimburilor culturale.
In Roménia este spreciat interesul pe care il acordd guvernul
britanic vizitei delegatiei guvernamentale roméne conduséd de
Alexandru Birlddeanu, prim-vicepresedinte al Consiliului de
Minigtri, ca si faptul cd delegatia va £i primitd la nivel
corespunzitor. Desigur cd delegatia va avea ocazia sé poarte
discutii si si examineze posibilit#tile dezvoltdrii viitoare
a relatiilor roméno-engleze. In ceea ce privegte arieratele
financiare, aceasta este o problem# mai veche, care va trebui
rezolvatd, ajungindu-se la o solutie reciproc acceptabild, asa
cum s-a procedat in reglementarea unor probleme similare pe care
Roménia le-a avut cu alte fari.

L. Ch., Glass a ardtat cd in Anglia au fost urmérite cu
mare atenfie actiunile politice ale Roméniei, afirmarea sa in-
dependentd in afacerile internafionale. A suscitat un interes
deosebit modul in care concepe Roménia notiunea de coexistenta
pasnicé, Pind recent, era rdspinditd péirerea c& ideea de coexis-
tentd pasnicd presupune o luptd inversunatd pe toate fronturile
cu singura rezerva ci se evitd izbucnirea unui rézboi nuclear.
Or, in m#sura In care aprecierea partii engleze este corectd,
Roménia se pronuntd pentru coexistentd intr-un sens activ, care
implic& si o anumitd dozd de cooperare i Inseamnd, de fapt, in-
trecere pasnic8 intre cele doud sisteme, Iintrecere care si de-
monstreze in ultimd instant{d care sistem este mai bun, mai adec-
vat nevoilor oamenilor.

In acest context, ambasadorul englez a ardtat ci in Anglia
gi in general in lumea occidentald se intensificd ingrijorarea
in legaturd cu evoluf{ia politicd a Chinei. Problema cea mai com-
plicatd in aceastd privintd este cd Occidentul nu a ajuns incd
la o intelegere cit de cit rationald a modului de gindire &l chi-
nezilor. Poate c&d la baza temerilor in legdturi cu China st#
tocmal imposibilitatea de a inftelege cu exactitate ce se petre-
ce in mintea chinezilor, scopurile actiunilor lor. In acest sens,
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pot fi amintite declaratiile conducédtorilor chinezi despre revo-
lutia mondiald, aparenta lor lipséd de preocupare in legatura cu
consecintele posibile ale unui ridzboi nuclear mondial.

Desigur, Marx si Lenin au fost ocameni foarte importan{i ai
timpului lor, care au elaborat o noud viziune asupra lumii. Insa,
in perioada in care ei au scris marile lor lucrdri nu exista inca
wn factor extrem de insemnat, care se manifestd in viata inter-
nationald acum, in condifiile lumii contemporane - pericolul
devastérii totale in urma unuil rézboi nuclear global. Factorul
nuclear a modificat esenfial datele problemei.

Prin politica sa inteleaptd, elaboratd "la rece" si condu-
s& cu sobrietate - a spus in continuare ambasadorul englez -
Rom&nia si-a creat platforma unicé de a avea relafili bune cu
China, intretinind in acelasi timp legdturi strinse cu celelal-
te tari socialiste si dezvoltindu-gi relatiile cu statele vesti-
ce. Aceastd politicd echilibratd si elasticid se bucurd de o Inal-
t8 apreciere in Anglia si in alte parti ale lumii. Poate c& toc-
mal datoritid acestei situatii singulare, Roménia, care are posi-
bilitdti de contacte cu China incomparabil mai largi decit ori-
care altd tard din lume, ar putea - iIn cazul in care ar considera
util si la momentul oportun - s& ajute Occidentul In a Iintelege
mai precis politica Chinei, modul de a gindi al conduc&dtorilor
chinezi,

Precizind c& ridicarea acestei probleme constituie elemen-
tul principal al audientei solicitate, ambasadorul L. Ch. Glass
a addugat cd8 ii este cunoscut faptul cad Romé@nia nu intentioneazi
sd se angajeze in vreo actiune de mediere. In cazul de fatd nu
ar fi vorba de o mediere, ci de Impartdsgirea unor cunogtinte
pe care tdrile occidentale nu au posibilitatea practici de a
le dobindi. In cazul in care guvernul romén ar considera potri-
vit s& analizeze in spirit favorabil aceastd chestiune, guvernul
englez ar aprecia mult un asemenea gest.

Tovardgul Nicolae Ceaugescu a subliniat c8, in relatiile
sale externe, Romfnia promoveazi cu consecventd o politici de
coexistentd pasgnicd, de prietenie si colaborare cu toate tiirile,
indiferent de sistemul lor social. Notiunea de coexistenti este,
desigur, mai largd s$i se preteazd la diverse interpretdri. In
concepfia guvernului romén, coexistenta pasnic#d se referd 1la
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relatiile dintre state avind sisteme sociale gi politice diferi-
te si ea presupune posibilitatea unei colabordri active, in spe-
cial in domeniul economic, precum si in domeniile politic $i cul-
tural, care cuprinde sfera mai largd a schimburilor tehnico-gti-
intifice, artistice, editoriale etc. Coexistenta pasnicd implicd
respectarea principiilor fundamentale care guverneazd relafiile
intre state - independenta gi suveranitatea, neamestecul in tre-
burile interne, egalitatea in drepturi si avantajul reciproc.
Cultivarea si promovarea coexistentel pagnice pe 0 baza princi-
piald ferm8 creazd premisele unei mai bune cunoasteri si inte-
legeri reciproce intre t#ri i popoare, fac posibild solufiona-
rea treptatd a unor probleme divergente care mal persistd in re-
latiile dintre state.

In ceea ce priveste aspectul intrecerii pagnmice, trebuie
remarcat ci nu se poate vorbi de fapt de intrecere intre doua
sisteme. Victoria unei orinduiri sociale intr-o fard sau alta
va i rezolvatd de foryele interne, de clasa muncitoare, de po-
por. Roménia considerd cé orice modificare in structura social-
politicd a unei {#ri este atributul exclusiv al poporului, al
clasei muncitoare din f{ara respectivi.

Tovarisul Nicolae Ceausescu a confirmat ideea exprimata
de ambasadorul englez in sensul c& Roménia nu are intentia sa
se erijeze in mediator si a arétat in continuare c& nu Intelege
motivele ingrijordrii guvernului englez in legdtura cu politica
dus# de Republica Popularid Chinezd. Este cunoscutd cumpatarea
cu care actioneaz#i guvernul chinez in multe probleme interna-
tionale. De pild#, chiar si Intr-o chestiune atit de clard cum
este cea a Taivanului, guvernul Republicii Populare Chineze a
declarat ci este gata si caute o reglementare pasnicd cu Statele
Unite, desigur cu condifia respectérii depline a intereselor vi-
tale ale Chinei. Pe de altd parte, neparticiparea la diferite
organizatii internationale a R.P. Chineze nu poate fi pusad in
nici un caz in seama guvernului chinez sau pe seama tendinfel
R.P. Chineze de a se izola de viata internafionald ci este re-
zultatul politicii deliberate a Statelor Unite ale Americii si
altor puteri occidentale, care se opun ca R.P. Chinezd sd-gi
ocupe locul ce i se cuvine,
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In ceea ce priveste cunoagterea modului de a gindi si ac-
tiona al conducerii chineze, se gtie cd Marea Britanie Intrefine
relatii diplomatice cu R.P. Chinez& gi are posibilitéti depline
de a-si valorifica contactele, de a afla in mod nemijlocit punctul
de vedere al guvernului chinez intr-o problemd sau alta. Mai mul®,
avind posibilitdti mai largi in acest domeniu, guvernul Marii Bri-
tanii ar fi fost in mBsurd si explice guvernului Statelor Unite
ale Americii ci# nu urmeazd o politicd justd si realistd fatd de
China si s8-1 influenfeze pe linia adoptarii unei atitudini mai

rationale.

Intervenind, ambasadorul L., Ch. Glass a afirmat cd rela-
tiile diplomatice anglo-chineze se mentin la un nivel redus,
Anglia fiind reprezentatd de un insdrcinat cu afaceri, din ca-
uza refuzului partii chineze de a proceda la un schimb de amba-
sadori. In orice caz, nu poate exista un termen de comparatie in-
tre posibilitdfile de contact si informare pe care le are repre-
zentantul englez la Pekin si cele care i se oferd ambasadorului
Marii Britanii la Bucuresti. L. Ch. Glass a recunoscut cd exista
multe "elemente nefericite" in pozitia Statelor Unite si, in ge-
neral, a pubterilor occidentale fatd de China, cum ar fi politica
de ingrédire sau atitudinea adoptatéd In problema primirii Chinei
v QWi

In altd ordine de idei, ambasadorul englez a anuntat ca ar
mai avea de ridicat o problem& cu un caracter mai delicat, insa
fatd de care guvernul Marii Britanii manifest& un interes special,
addugind totodatd c& nu insistd sub nici o formad si primeasci

raspuns.

In ultimii trei ani, Rom&nia s-a impus pe arena interna-
tionald ca un stat independent si suveran, si-a afirmat perso-
nalitatea in rindul celorlalte }3ri socialiste. La acest punct,
ambasadorul Glass a declarat cd a urmdrit cu foarte mult interes
spectacolul festiv cu prilejul zilei Unirii din seara zilei de
24 ianuarie, din care, dupd pirerea sa, s-a desprins ideea
"continuitdfii spiritului roménesc". Politica de independents
g1 suveranitate a Roméniel a fost confirmati cu ocazia vizitei
delegatiei de partid i guvernamentale roméme fn U,R.S.S., in
vara anului trecut. Simpla lecturs a Comunicatului comun dat
publicitéfii la incheierea vizitei arati c# guvernul Uniunii
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Sovietice & acceptat marea majoritate a tezelor roménesti privind
relatiile dintre tdrile socialiste.

Intrebarea esentiald care se ridica ar putea fi formulaté
4n felul urmdtor: apreciazd oare conducerea roménd cd guvernul
sovietic a aprobat si si-a insusit in mod sincer principiile for-
mulate in Comunicat, sau ar exista posibilitatea ca Uniunea So—-
vieticd s& Iincerce exercitarea unor presiuni politice i econo-
mice asupra Roméniel in vederea modificdrii cursului ei actual?

Marea Britenie nu s-ar bucura dacd intre Roménia si URSS
ar izbucni vreo neintelegere. Guvernul britanic ar dori s& nu

existe certuri nicdieri in lume, inclusiv in situatia datd.

Tovaridsul Nicolae Ceaugescu & precizat de la bun inceput

ci relapiile dintre Republica Socialistd Roménia si Uniunea So-—
vietica sint bune. In ceea ce priveste continutul Comunicatuluil
comun dat in urma vizitel in URSS, ar fi gresit s& se considere
c# Uniunea Sovieticd "a acceptat" sau "a aprobat" anumite teze.
Mai corect ar fi sd se spund c4, Comunicatul afirmd principiile
care stau la baza relagiilor dintre Romé&nia gi Uniunea Sovieticd
si care corespund politicii celor doud téri. Comunicatul repre-
zintd o reafirmare a principiilor de bazi care ciliuzesc rela-
tiile dintre tarile socisliste, principii pe care Roménia le-a
urmat si le va urma cu consecventd. In acelasi timp, nu este un
secret pentru nimeni, inclusiv pentru ambasadorul Marii Britamii,
cd in trecut au gparut unele diferente de opinii Intre Roménia

si snumite HAri socialiste in legdturd cu unele probleme ale co-
labordirii economice. Roménia considerd ci instituirea unor forme
sau organisme suprastatale pentru coordonarea sau dirijarea cola-
boririi economice nu reprezinta o problemd de actualitate sau a
viitorului apropiat, ci tin de © perspectivd istorica incd mult
indepdrtatd. Atunci cind viata insdsi va pune la ordinea zileil
aceastd problemd, se vor gisi gi formele si metodele cele mai
potrivite pentru solufionarea ei. Nu este exclus sd mai aibd

loc incerciri de a reactualiza aceste ideil, insd pozitia Roméniei
va rimine aceeagi, fiind bazati cu fermitate pe stricta respecta-
re a principiilor cunoscute ale relatiilor dintre tarile socia-
liste.

L. Ch. Glass s-a referit in continuare, cu titlu informa-

tiv, la unele probleme pe care le-a calificat ca fiind mai mé=-
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runte, privind relatiile bllaterale anglo-roméne. El a mentionat
dorinta paryii britanice de a contribui mai substantial la imbu-
nytiyirea predérii limbii engleze in Romdnia, eventual prin spo-
rirea numirului de lectori englezi care predau in institutele
roménesti de invatamint superior. O altad problemd este cid, desi
oamenii de afaceri din Anglia au apreciat elogios corectitudinea
si exactitatea cu care partea roménd igi Indeplinegte obligatiile
contractuale in cadrul tranzactiilor de comert exterior, s-au
inregistrat si o serie de plingeri fatd de prelungirea uneori
excesivd a negocierilor in faza premergitoare incheierii contrac—
telor. Aceste tratative prelungite, in cursul cirora s—-a intrat
adesea in detalii tehnice minore, au imobilizat timp indelungat
la Bucuresti pe reprezentantii conducerii unor intreprinderi bri-
tanice.

Tovardsul Nicolae Ceausescu a subliniat atenfia care se
acordd in Roménia studiului limbii engleze, ca limba de circula=-

tie internationald, si a ardtat céd organizarea Invijdmintului
limbilor striine se face in conformitate cu nevoile gi intere-
sele tarii, tinindu-se seama gi de necesitatea de a nu prejudi-
cia printr-un precedent nedorit relatiile similare cu alte fari.

Problema scurtérii perioadei negocierilor comerciale este
in atentia forurilor roméne de resort, insd in abordarea el tre-
buie avutd in vedere necesitatea stabilirii cit mai precise a
parametrilor tehnico-economici ai obiectivelor ce urmeazd a fi
achizitionate, evitindu-se astfel unele tranzac{ii mai pufin fe-
ricite care s—au fHcut in trecut. Tovardsul Nicolae Ceausescu a
relatat vizita pe care a fécut-o la instalatia de polietilend
importatd din Anglia, care a gi inceput s& producd iIn conditii
normale. Au existet Insid cazuri c¢ind unele instalatii sau utila-
je provenind din import, ineclusiv din Anglia, nu au dat rezulta-
tele dorite.

Dupd cum este cunoscut, programul de dezvoltare economicd
a Rom@niei in urmdtorii cinci ani prevede continuarea in ritm
sustinut a industrializ#rii $&rii si, in acest sens, existd po-
sibilitatea achizition#rii unor instelatii si utilaje industria-
le din Anglia, Este deci in interesul ambelor pirti si se gi-
seascd mijloacele cele mai adecvate pentru asigurarea unor schim-
buri economice s#n#toase, reciproc aventajoase.
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L. Ch. Glass explained that in England the political actions of Romania, its
independent affirmation in international affairs, were followed with great attention.
The manner in which Romania conceives of the notion of peaceful coexistence has
been of special interest. Up until recently, the opinion was spread about that the idea
of peaceful coexistence presupposed an unrelenting struggle on every front with the
single exception that it avoided the outbreak of nuclear war. But, to the degree that
the English side has appreciated it correctly, Romania pronounces for coexistence in
a pro-active sense, which also implies a certain dose of cooperation and means, in
fact, peaceful competition between the two systems, competition that in the final
analysis will demonstrate which system is the best and most adequate to the needs
of the people.

OIn this context, the English ambassador explained that in England and in general in
the Western world concern regarding the political evolution of China is intensifying.
The most complicated issue in this regard is that the West has not yet achieved to
even the smallest degree a rational understanding of the manner of thinking of the
Chinese. It may be that the basis of the fears in regard to China resides precisely in
the impossibility of understanding exactly what is going on in the mind of the
Chinese, what is the aim of their actions. In this sense, one can recall the declarations
of the Chinese leaders about world revolution, and their apparent lack of
preoccupation with regard to the possible consequences of global nuclear war.

(Certainly, Marx and Lenin were very important men of their time, who elaborated a
new vision of the world. However, in the period in which they wrote their great works
the extremely significant factor did not yet exist, that which is now manifest in
international life, in contemporary world circumstances - the danger of total
devastation as a result of global nuclear war. The nuclear factor has essentially
modified the data of the problem.

(OThrough its wise policy, elaborated dispassionately and conducted with sobriety - the
English ambassador continued - Romania has created a unique platform of having
good relations with China, maintaining at the same time close ties with the other
socialist countries and developing its relations with western states. This balanced and
elastic policy enjoys high appreciation in England and in other parts of the world.
Perhaps it is due to this singular situation that Romania, which has incomparably
greater possibilities of contact with China than any other country in the world, could -
in case it considered it useful and at the opportune moment - help the West in
understanding more precisely the policy of China, the manner of thinking of the
Chinese leaders.

[After clarifying that the raising of this problem constituted the principal element of
the solicited audience, Ambassador L. Ch. Glass added that he is aware of the fact
that Romania does not intend to engage in any activity of mediation. In this case it is
not a question of mediation but of sharing some knowledge that the western
countries had no practical possibility of gaining themselves. In case the Romanian
government would consider it appropriate to analyze this question in a favorable
spirit, the English government would appreciate very much such a gesture.

Comrade Nicolae Ceausescu underscored that, in its foreign relations, Romania
promotes with consequence a policy of peaceful coexistence, of friendship and
collaboration with all countries, regardless of their social system. The notion of
coexistence is, certainly, broader and lends itself to different interpretations. In the
concept of the Romanian government, peaceful coexistence refers to the relations
between states having different social and political systems and it presupposes the
possibility of an active collaboration, especially in the economic domain, as well as in
the political and cultural domains, which comprise the larger sphere of
technical-scientific, artistic, and editorial exchanges, etc. Peaceful coexistence
implies the respect for the fundamental principles that govern relations between
states - independence and sovereignty, non-interference in internal affairs, equality
of rights and mutual advantage. The cultivation and promotion of peaceful



coexistence on a firm basis of principle creates the premises for a better knowledge
and mutual understanding between countries and peoples, it makes possible the
step-by-step solution of some divergent problems that still persist in the relations
between states.

[(JRegarding the aspect of peaceful competition, it must be remarked that one cannot
talk in fact about competition between two systems. The victory of any social order in
one country or another will be resolved by internal forces, by the working class, by
the people. Romania considers that any modification of the social-political structure
of a country is the exclusive attribute of its people, of the working class of the
respective country.

[JComrade Nicolae Ceausescu confirmed the idea expressed by the English
ambassador in the sense that Romania has not intention to pose as mediator and
explained in continuation that he does not understand the motives for the concern of
the English government regarding the policy conducted by the People's Republic of
China. The prudence with which the Chinese government acts in many international
problems is well known. For example, even on a question as clear as that of Taiwan,
the Chinese People's Republic declared that it is ready to seek a peaceful resolution
with the United States, certainly with the condition of full respect for the vital
interests of China. On the other hand, nonparticipation of the P.R. China in various
international organizations can in no case be blamed on the Chinese government or
on the tendency of the Chinese P.R. to isolate itself from international life but it is the
result of the deliberate policies of the United States of America and other western
powers, which oppose the P.R. China from occupying the place that it deserves.

[(JRegarding knowledge of the way of thinking and acting of the Chinese leadership, it is
known that Great Britain maintains diplomatic relations with the Chinese P.R. and has
all possibilities for exploiting those contacts, of finding out directly the point of view of
the Chinese government on one issue or another. Moreover, having broad possibilities
in this domain, the government of Great Britain would have been capable of

explaining to the government of the United States of America that it is not pursuing a
fair and realistic policy towards China and of influencing it along the line of adopting a
more rational attitude.

(intervening, Ambassador L. Ch. Glass affirmed that Anglo-Chinese diplomatic
relations are maintained at a reduced level, England being represented by a charge
d'affaires, because the Chinese side refuses to proceed to an exchange of
ambassadors. In any case, there is no comparison between the possibilities for
contacts and mutual information that the English representative in Beijing has and
those which are offered the ambassador of Great Britain in Bucharest. L. Ch. Glass
acknowledged that there are many "unfortunate elements" in the position of the
United States and, in general, of the Western powers towards China, such as the
policy of isolation or the attitude adopted on the issue of receiving China in the UN.

0In another order of ideas, the English ambassador announced that he had to raise an
issue with a more delicate character, however, one in which the government of Great
Britain has manifested special interest, adding at the same time that he in no way
insists on receiving a response.

OIn the last three years, Romania has imposed itself on the international arena as an
independent and sovereign state, and has affirmed its personality among the ranks of
the other socialist states. On this point, Ambassador Glass declared that he has
followed with very much interest the festive spectacle on the occasion of the day of
Unification from the evening of January 24, which, in his opinion, was oriented on the
idea of the "continuity of the Romanian spirit." Romania's policy of independence and
sovereignty was confirmed on the occasion of the visit of the Romanian party and
governmental delegation in the USSR, in the summer of last year. A simple reading of
the common Communique that was published at the end of the visit shows that the
government of the Soviet Union accepted the great majority of the Romanian theses
regarding the relations between socialist countries.

[JThe essential question that is raised could be formulated in the following manner:
Does the Romanian leadership appreciate that the Soviet government approved and



sincerely supports the principles formulated in the communiqué, or is there a
possibility that the Soviet Union might try to exercise some political or economic
pressure on Romania in an attempt to modify its current course?

OGreat Britain would not be pleased if any misunderstanding broke out between
Romania and the USSR. The British government would desire that there were no
fights anywhere in the world, including in the situation at hand.

[JComrade Nicolae Ceausescu clarified at the start that the relations between the
Socialist Republic of Romania and the Soviet Union are good. Regarding the content
of the joint communiqué given as a result of the visit in the USSR, it would be
mistaken to consider that the Soviet Union "accepted" or "approved" certain theses.
It would be more correct to say that, the communiqué affirmed the principles that
stand at the basis of the relations of relations between Romania and the Soviet Union
and which correspond to the policies of the two countries. The communiqué
represents a reaffirmation of the basic principles that guide the relations between
socialist countries, principles that Romania has followed and will follow with
conseguence. At the same time, it is no secret for anyone, including for the
ambassador of Great Britain, that in there past there have appeared differences of
opinion between Romania and certain socialist countries in connection with some
issues of economic collaboration. Romania considers that the institution of
supra-state forms or organisms for the coordination or direction of economic
collaboration is not a problem for today or the near future, but rather belongs to a
historical perspective in the distant future. When life places this issue on the daily
agenda, then the most appropriate forms and methods for resolving it will be found.
On cannot exclude other attempts to revive this idea, however, the position of
Romania remains the same, firmly based on the strict respect of the acknowledged
principles of relations between socialist countries.
