On receipt of his letter, we cabled Mr, Kim
. to come for consultation before proceeding to
Indis  Tmioumesim to attend the Conference and permission
was granted for you to accompany him at your
expense., As time proved too short for him to
first come to Korea, the Foreign Office informed
our office he would come to Korea after the
Conference to report. You may then like to come
to Korea, The weather is rather cold and I know
it will be a relief for you from the heat of
Manila and the change will do you a 1lbt of good.
