Doy Hre Minister:

I receivad your cablegrass of Havch 19 with ths massags
of condolence widech I lumediately iranspitted to Uadersecre-
tary Raul Manglapus uho wes sworl in as Acting Ssergtoxy of
Poreign Affairs by nswly inducted Prcsident Carlos P. Garcia
yostoerday. A copy of the latter of cordolence is enclosad
horewith.

The Fillippines has really taken {o heort the dsath of the
late Presidont Hagsaysay. It is daeply felt by all as a mation-
al tragedy and ha will be long remonmberad by the Filipinos as
woll as the othex peoples of the Ireo vorlds Tae rcmains of
the late president, which wera brought to Manila yesterday af-
ternoon from the scens of the crash northuest of Cebu island,
will be inierred on Priday, Harch 22 at noon. Yesterday, large
crowds which wore alumecst uncoatrollable jammod the &irport and
the streets as the rsmains were taken to Halacailiang Palace where
more people vere walting to dbe adaitted to pay thoir respacto.
According to the newapapers, the causs of the accident was pro-
bably the pilot's error in estimating the power of the englne in
attempting to hurdle a high mountain vith an overlondsd plens be-
fora gaining altitude over the ssa. Instead of clearing the peak
the plane crashed against i, killing 26 of the passengzers including
the president, Scoretery of Education Gregorio Hernandes and Rrig.
General Benito Bbuen of the Philippine Air Force. Thore wes &
lone surxrvivor, a reporter, who has bsen pronounced out of denger.

Porsonal repressentativce of the Chiefs of the United States,
Vietnam, and Japan are reportedly coming here to bs present at
the late Preaident Hsagsaysay's funeral sorvices on larch 22 which
has been declired a holiday by Prasident Garcia. Personal fioral
wreaths from President Bisenhower and the Presidenmt of tkhe Repub-
lic of Gernany nre included in the list of floral offerings.

Requien masses and necrological sexrvices are to be held start-
ing today at Halacaillang and then at the 8Scesion Hall of Congrees.
President Garcia's firat proolamation provided for a 30-day mcurning

_period throughous the Philippines. After his oath of offics, he
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pledged to support and carry on the late president's program;
and ho held in sbsyance the courtesy rosignations of the Ce-
binet menmbers. Although President Hagssynay's death leavss

the field vide open for aspirants to the presidsncy, a morage~
rium on politics has bean declared by Congress and party leaders,
notable Senate Proaident Rodrigues, Speaker Iaurel, Benators
Claro Recto, Jose P« laursl, and Tailada. Both chambsra of Con-

grass havo adjourned and will regsume delidberations only after
the burisl.

President Garcia received the diplomatic corps yestorday
worning at Malaceilenge. The foreign ofYice portfolio will be
kept by hiam, and after tho induction of Hanglapus as Acting
Secretuyy of Foveign Affairs, President Carcia issued his first
foreign policy satatement. He underscored the maintenance of
national securdicy, the fight agninet corsmunism, and compliance
with the 8RAT0 commitments as well as the commiiments for mutual
defense with the United States.

Until the present time, we have received no news at all
concerning tne sscrestary-receptionist for the legation herse in
Manila. I shell greatly uppreciste i# if you would let me know
regarding the nmatter and expedite tha issuing of her passport
and visa to the Yhilipvines.
